BIRMINGHAM CATHOLIC SCHOOLS’ SPORTS ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION
 (Amended October 2006)

1. The name of the Association shall be The Birmingham Catholic Schools’ Sports Association.

2. The objectives of the Association shall be:

· To provide and promote a wide variety of sporting opportunities for children in Catholic schools

· To foster good fellowship between schools

3. The Association shall be non-political.

4. Membership will be open to all Catholic primary schools in Birmingham and neighbouring areas, subject to acceptance at the Annual General Meeting.

5. The Executive Committee shall decide the date of the AGM, which shall be held in September.  Annual subscriptions must be paid by the 30 June.  Non-payment by that date may make schools ineligible to compete in competitions during the following academic year.

6. The financial year shall run from 1 August to the 31 July.

7. Monies raised by the Association shall be used exclusively to foster the objectives stated in Rule 2.

8. The Treasurer shall keep an account of all the income and expenditure and shall submit audited accounts to the AGM.  Two auditors, who shall not be members of the Executive Committee, shall be appointed at the AGM.  The bank accounts shall be in the name of the Association on the signature of any two of the following:

· Chairperson

· Secretary

· Treasurer

9. The management and control of the Association shall be vested in an Executive Committee which shall consist of:

· Chairperson

· Secretary

· Treasurer

· Four elected members

10.  The Executive Committee shall have the power to co-opt members as              and when necessary and to form sub-committees to deal with activities and other matters when they arise.  Only members of the Executive Committee shall be eligible to vote at such sub-committee meetings.  In the event of a vote being taken, at least four of the members of the Executive Committee must be present.

11.  Members of the Executive Committee and officers of the Association   must retire annually but shall be eligible for re-election.

12.   A quorum of the Association at the AGM and any extra ordinary general meeting shall consist of representatives from fifteen member schools.

13.   No alteration to the constitution may be made except at an AGM or at an extra ordinary called for this purpose.  An extra ordinary meeting may only be convened by no less than ten affiliated schools, giving at least twenty eight days notice, in writing, to the Secretary.

14.  Notices of motion for the AGM, for inclusion on the agenda, must be in the hands of the Secretary at least twenty-eight days prior to the AGM.

15.  Notices of motion, to be proposed at the AGM, will be given in writing to all member schools by the Secretary at least fourteen days prior to the AGM.

16. The Association aims to provide competition under the following sections:

· Athletics

· Badminton

· Chess

· Cross Country

· Cricket

· Football

· Gaelic Football

· Netball

· Rounders

· Swimming

· Tag Rugby

· Volleyball

and any other sports, subject to approval at an AGM.

17. Officials for each section – Chairperson, Secretary and others as each section may deem necessary, shall be elected at the AGM, with the exception of the Football Section, who shall elect the section’s officers at their AGM.  Officers of the Football Section shall be subject to ratification at the Association’s AGM.

18. At all AGMs and extra ordinary general meetings, only one member of each affiliated school present at the meeting, shall be entitled to vote.

19. Any other matters not covered by the constitution, shall be dealt with by the Executive Committee, whose decisions shall be final.

Any assets remaining on the dissolution of the Association, after satisfying any outstanding debts and liabilities, shall not be distributed amongst the members of the Association, but will be directed to a society or club with similar aims, which is exclusively charitable at law.
